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1 Reason for Change

This CR aims to add a requirement to provide Software component execution information from the device to the DM Server. 
This beneficial information from the device to the DM server can be used for Software Component management. The Service Provider (via DM server) can get the usage information of the software components installed by the SP itself, then the SP can use this information to charge. The SP can also manage the software component for its subscribers’ devices. For example the SP can remove old software components which are not used frequently or lately to install a new software of the user’s interest, or the SP can supply a new software component which is related to the ‘most frequently used’ software component by the user. This usage information could be also used to supply update/upgrade kit for the frequently used software components.

Note: During the revision, the contents are not related to “checking device storage” anymore. But this is on the extension of the discussion from the original contribution, that’s why we submit this CR as a revision of the previous one.
