5.4 Flows

5.4.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT OMA DM Download of a Software Component

This flow describes interactions between device and the DM server wherein the DM server delivers a software component to the device over the OMA-DM protocols to the device.

5.4.1.1 Normal Flow

1. The External Management Infrastructure requests the DM server to download a Software Component to the device.

2. The DM server initiates a session with the device.

3.  The device provides DevInfo [DMSTDOBJ] information to the DM server.

4 .  The DM server determines an appropriate Software Component for delivery.

5.  The DM server delivers the Software Component over the DM Protocol [DMPRO].

6.  The device acknowledges the receipt of the Software Component delivery.

  7. The DM Server notifies the External Management Infrastructure about results of the download operation.
