This CR clarifies usage of generic alerts for result reporting in SCOMO TS
Summary of proposed changes
1. Clarify that generic alerts may be sent during the same or a subsequent DM session.

2. Enhance description of generic alert elements for SCOMO purposes.

6 Detailed Change Proposal
7.4 Use of the Generic Alert

At the end of a Download or Management operation invoked by an Exec command from the DM Server, the device MUST send a notification to the DM server about the outcome of the operation via a Generic Alert [DMPRO] message. The alert message MAY be sent during the same or a subsequent DM session. The alert message includes the following data:

· An integer result code – Used to report status of the operation. The integer result code is sent in a Item/Data element within the Generic Alert.
· The URI of the node on which the Exec command was invoked – Used to identify the source. The URI is included in the Source/LocURI element within the Generic Alert.
· The URI of the dynamic node under the X/Inventory node that describes the Deployment Component – used to identify the result. The URI is included in a separate Item/Data element within the Generic Alert.
· An alert type – Used to identify the operation

· Correlator – Used by the server and passed as part of the Exec command

Alerts that are reporting an error or failure condition SHOULD report a severity other than Informational in the Mark field of the Meta information. If the server needs to retrieve additional information, such as Status, then the server MAY query the device for those specific nodes.
7.4.1 Result Code

The result code of the operation MUST be sent as an integer value in an  Item/Data element of the Generic Alert [DMPRO] message.  The Result Code MUST be one of the values defined below:

7.4.2 The URI of the executable node

The URI of the node on which the Exec command was invoked MUST be sent as the source of the Generic Alert [DMPRO] message in the Source/LocURI element.  This allows the DM Server to identify the origin of the alert.

7.4.3 The URI of the dynamic node

The URI of the dynamic node under the X/Inventory/ node that describes the Deployment Component must be sent in the Generic Alert [DMPRO] message. The URI is included in a separate Item/Data element within the Generic Alert.
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
