	The SCOMO enabler SHALL support the update of software components on the device.

The WG agreed to simplify the TS by removing the Update operation (that used to exist in the TS) and fold it into the Install operation(s), so that an update becomes a special case of installation which does not require a separate operation of it’s own.
