6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Section 5.1.1.1
5.1.1.1 Inactive state

In Inactive state the Deployment Component has been installed into the execution environment but services or resources it embodies are not accessible to other entities or resources (including end-user). 

The main goal of Inactive state is to minimise the downtime of Deployment Component management operations. Interference with external events (e.g. some end-user actions) could disturb or even block some management tasks. Inactive state is a powerful concept when implementing fault tolerant systems since it enables controlled management operations, e.g. safe removals of Deployment Components from runtime-environment.

The SCOMO Client SHOULD support this state.
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
