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1 Reason for Change

The document contains an example which has bugs and clerical issues.
Changes are:

1.  correcting the XML bugs (wrong type of item/data) 
2. Fixing the clerical errors (redundant quotation marks)
3. Correct indentation so that XML is more human-friendly

Scope of change – section 8.6
If changes are not accepted, document is has erroneous information as well as wrong syntax.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

None. However, if any SCOMO server or client were designed based on the example instead of the text, it will cause IOP problems when the other end is based on the text and not on the example.

5 Recommendation

Before the DM group reviews and agrees to this CR, there are two open issues that need to be closed:
a) The quotation marks in the Type, Format and Mark elements are double quotes (“). However, the examples in the latest SyncML document (OMA-TS-SyncML_MetaInfo-V1_2_2-20090724-A) all use single quotes (‘). If the two are interchangeable, there is no issue. If they are not, then the example needs to be fixed further.
b) The CDATA element that combines the Result Code and the Identifier seems to conflict with the text in section 8.6 (see below). The text says that the ID is one <Item>/<Data> of type ‘xml’ and the same for Result Code. The text implies that each is a separate <Item>/<Data> element. The text does not say that the two can be combined into one CDATA element. This needs to be discussed. If combining the two is not allowed, then the example must be fixed in that aspect as well.
If the Exec command is executed asynchronously, the SCOMO Client MUST send a notification to the SCOMO Server about the outcome of the operation via a Generic Alert [DMPRO] message. The SCOMO Client MAY send the alert message during the same or subsequent DM session. The alert message includes the following data:

· Delivery Package PkgID or Deployment Component ID in <Item>/<Data> element which format is ‘xml’ (see section 8.1).
· An integer Result Code – Used to report status of the operation. The appropriate SCOMO Result Code defined in section 8.7 MUST be included in an Item/Data element which format is ‘xml’ (see section 8.1).
