5.3.1 Short Description

When James upgrades his Device firmware, he is asked if he would like to launch this management task periodically so as to check the newest firmware version available. The period could be a week or a month, etc.. James selects “yes” and the Device launches this management task periodically scheduled by the Server in advance. This profile can be used in firmware/software update and any periodic management scenario.
5.3.2 Actors

· User
· Device
· Device Management Server
5.3.2.1 Actor Specific Issues

· User: The vendor of Device can provide latest version of firmware, which may cause inconvenience to the User for checking and updating frequently. The periodic management tasks profile improves user experience. The User can enable or disable this feature conveniently.
· Device Management Server: After finishing a management task, the Device Management Server can transfer a schedule which assigns the Device to launch the similar task periodically. The Device Management Server processes the management task launched via schedule and gets the result.
5.3.2.2 Actor Specific Benefits

· User: the User benefits from the convenience of launching management tasks. The User can upgrade the Device easily via this feature. 
· Device Management Server: Device Management Server can provide enhanced customer support.
5.3.3 Pre-conditions
The Device is capable of receiving and executing a Schedule. 
5.3.4 Post-conditions

The management task is processed at the time scheduled. The Device Management Server receives the result of the management task after it is processed.
5.3.5 Normal Flow

1. The Device Management Server requests to the Device the permission to run the schedule for launching a specific management task periodically.
2. The User accepts the offer.
3. The Schedule is setup on the device.
4. The Device performs the task periodically according to the schedule.
5. The Device reports the result back to the Device Management Server.
5.3.6 Alternative Flow

5.3.6.1 Alternative Flow 1

The User changes his mind after the User accepted the schedule. The User disables it and the result is reported to the Device Management Server.
5.3.6.2 Alternative Flow 2
The User changes the scheduled period of launching management task. The result is reported to the Device Management Server and the Device performs the changed schedule.
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
