(Normative)

6.1 High-Level Functional Requirements

	HLFR-01   Common Scheduling Function.
	DM Scheduling enabler SHOULD provide the common scheduling functionalities for other enablers and applications.

	HLFR-02  General Scheduling Function
	DM Scheduling enabler SHALL provide the functionality by which the DM server can schedule management tasks for the Device that executes the scheduled tasks not necessarily having sessions with the DM server. 

	HLFR-03  Schedule Managing Function
	DM Scheduling enabler SHALL support the installation, reconfiguration, termination, and browsing of the schedules on the Device.

	HLFR-04  User Interaction Function
	DM Scheduling enabler SHALL provide the client-driven user interaction functionalities, for example, giving information to the User about the schedules on the Device, accept User requests to initiate cancel, reject, modify, or terminate the schedules.


	HLFR-05  Task Execution Function
	When there is a Condition Match and the User does not cancel the schedule, the schedules task SHALL be executed by leveraging whenever possible the functionalities provided from the underlying enablers.


	HLFR-06  Gating Function
	When the execution of the scheduled task is completed, for more effective offline processing, only the results or the status that the Device Management System is interested to know SHOULD be reported.


	HLFR-07  Status Reporting Function
	Some events or status changes occurred to the schedules in the Device SHALL be reported to the DM Server and the DM Server SHALL be able to receive the report.
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
