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1 Reason for Change

In some case the scheduling task may fail to execute due to lack of capability of the device, e.g. the available memory of the device does not satisfy the scheduling task. 
The run-time capability which can influence on the execution of the scheduling task may include:

In order to avoid doing useless work, the device should decide whether its current state fulfills the demands for scheduling task before execution. So, it is necessary that the scheduling task contains the demands for the capability of the device.

This CR aims to create a new Scheduling HLFR about the demands for the capability of the device clearly different from the current existing ones.
