The current version of Scheduling TS restricts gating functionality only to Alert & Status commands. We think that if we are defining a gating process then there should not be any restriction. It should be left to server.

The gating rule specifies the references and code values of the responses that will be gated-off. The gated-off responses SHALL NOT be sent to the server. 
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
