6 Detailed Change Proposal
The scheduling function provides a powerful capability to perform tasks on the user device while using minimal device resources.  When setting up schedules on the device, the scheduling context enables schedule components related in function or utility to be bound within a context.  The proposed node enhances this capability by providing a placeholder for specifying handling instructions for a schedule.  The placement of this node is depicted in the following figure:
