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1 Reason for Change

There is voice and concern among the OMA-DM WG that DM Scheduling Enabler is so complicated, and it is not easy to implement and test the Enabler.

LGE has an action item to perform an analysis on it, and propose a solution to the group.   

Therefore, the purpose of this CR is to accomplish the action item, and propose the changes to reduce the complexity of the DM Scheduling Enabler. The changes include the followings:

· Several Node Names are shortened considering the Maximum URI length issue, size of the DM messages, etc.

· Several MOs’ occurrence is changed from ‘One’ to ‘ZeroOrMore’ where appropriate to reduce the number of the MOs.

· A few MOs are removed, i.e, Threshold Format nodes.

· Status values for the Scheduling MOs are specified.

· SCR tables are restructured with reduced granularity.
