5.2.1.1 Short Description
Olivier buys a new handset in a retail store. The handset is not customised for any network and he wants to use it with his Network Operator Smart Card.

Olivier inserts his Smart Card, and the Network detects that there is a new device, so it sends over-the-air a Packet with all the relevant bootstrap information, with a signature (made by the shared cryptographic mechanism), that is compared to the signature (made by the shared cryptographic mechanism) of the SC for security.

After that operation, the device is bootstrapped.
