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1 Reason for Change

The aim of the present contribution is to improve the content of the RD taking into account remarks given during the OMA-DM informal review as well as some additional improvements. The goal is to provide a better document to OMA REQ for a formal review.

This contribution introduces a reference to the OMA Dictionary, enhances the card issuer concept and proposes two new definitions: Smart Card and Service Provider (which is already included but misplaced in the document).

Agreeing on this proposal will facilitate the reading of the document setting a common ground applicable to use cases and requirements.
