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1 Reason for Change

The aim of the present contribution is to improve the content of the RD taking into account remarks given during the OMA-DM informal review as well as some additional improvements. The goal is to provide a better document to OMA REQ for a formal review.

This contribution provides a major change to the “Copying MO from device to SC” use-case.

Agreeing on this proposal will facilitate the reading of the corresponding requirements.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Title change. This is needed to keep the requirements at a higher level and allow different possible solutions during the development of the TS.

6.1.2 Synchronizing MO’s between device and SC

Change 2:  The following rewording is proposed to make the description clearer.

5.1.2.1 Short Description

Nuria is using on her device an application “Great Application A” from Management Authority. This application requires the use of a MO that includes some personalised data from Nuria and from the Management Authority. 

The Management Authority decides that it would be convenient to store the MO or part of the MO in the SC to allow for example the device to be changed.

5.1.2.2 Actors

· User
· Device
· Management Authority

Change 3:  Precisions on actor specific issues. The intention is to explain the reason why a Management Authority can decide to store a MO (or part of it) in the SC: To avoid having two potentially different configurations within the same environment: Device + Smart Card. A typo is also corrected.

5.1.2.2.1 Actor Specific Issues

· User: The User would like to be able to continue using the application even in case of change of the device.
· Management Authority: The Management Authority is interested in being able to store a MO or part of the MO in the SC to avoid diverge configurations.

Change 4:  Precisions on actor specific benefits. This additional text is provided to be in-line with the previous change and to correct some typos.
5.1.2.2.2 Actor Specific Benefits

· User: The User is able to continue using the application even in case of change of the device.
· Management Authority: The Management Authority is able to provide a portable solution in the SC.

Change 5:  Precisions on Pre-conditions. It is needed to facilitate reading and avoid any mention to specific implementations.
5.1.2.3 Pre-conditions
· The device has already the needed application and the credentials to access the SC.

· The application has already a specific MO in the DM tree.

· The SC is able to receive  a MO or part of a MO.

Change 6:  Precisions on Post-conditions. It is in-line with the previous change and keeps the conditions at a higher level.

5.1.2.4 Post-conditions

· The user is able to continue using the application even in case of change of the device.

· The MO or part of a MO is stored in the SC.

Change 7:  Precisions on Normal Flow. This text is provided to differentiate the Normal Flow from the Alternate flow. It now explains the situation where the Management Authority decides that some specific configuration might reside permanently in the Smart Card. It is important to capture this as an Alternate Flow is, by definition, not the most common use expected.

5.1.2.5 Normal Flow

1. The Management Authority decides to store a MO or part of a MO in the SC.

2. The Management Authority sends to the device an order to store a MO or part of a MO in the SC.

3. The device stores a MO or a part of a MO in the SC.

4. The device accesses the MO or part of the MO directly from the SC.

Change 8:  Numbering of current flow and extra precisions. The flow 1 is updated to better explain the context. In this context the device copies the data in the Smart Card.

5.1.2.6 Alternative Flow 
5.1.2.6.1 Alternative Flow 1
1. The device checks the MOs existing in a SC and compares them with the MOs currently available in the device.

2. The device may keeps the current MOs in the device if the MOs stored in the SC are not directly accesible.


Change 9:  Additional requirement and editorial correction of numbering.

5.1.2.7 Operational and Quality of Experience Requirements

· There shall be a business-relationship between the Management Authority and the Card Issuer.

Change 10:  Finally, the impacted requirement.
