Comment: Section 5.4.1 mentions that “The data provisioning in this section does not refer to bootstrap data, which is covered elsewhere and is a pre-requisite of the DM Client”. Nevertheless, it is felt that this statement can limit the use of the smartcard on terminals with a smartcard reader but not implementing PKCS#15.


Proposed Change: It is recommended to enhance the text to avoid this limitation as shown below:

”While data provisioning in this section does not exclude bootstrap data, a different bootstrap mechanism is covered in [DMBOOT].”

This change allows the definition of a bootstrap URL that can be used when PKCS#15 is not supported in the terminal. The technical specifications will have to address the considerations to be taken into account for the use of different bootstrap mechanisms.

Agree with the confusion, but it would be better to indicate that DM_SC enabler allows the use of several bootstrap mechanisms included in [DMBOOT]. For this purpose, proposal is to replace:

By the following text:

“The data provisioning in this section does not exclude bootstrap data, which is covered in [DMBOOT] and can be provisioned using different mechanisms.”
