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1 Reason for Change

The current specification states in section 8.1 that DM Account must be configured with an absolute address using https but there is no text about the use of http. 
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

3 Impact on Other Specifications

None. Static Conformance Requirements already state mandatory support for HTTP and optional support for HTTPS.
