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1 Reason for Change

During discussions of document OMA-DM-SC-2010-0007-CR_TS_Address_fix the OMA DM WG agreed that due to fact that DM_SC re-uses the HTTP Binding, devices implementing DM_SC enabler will be HTTPS compliant. This situation raised a bug on the DM_SC TS because currently HTTPS support was considered optional.

The aim of this CR is to fix that problem making HTTPS mandatory.
R01 clarifies requirement 3 on client and server side with regards to SyncMLHTTP as suggested by Sony Ericsson. The last column introduces the mandatory requirements nomenclature for SCRs (i.e. MCF = all mandatory client features; MSF = all mandatory server features).

The DM Client and the Smart card MUST support all mandatory requirements of HTTP as indicated in [SYNCMLHTTP] and [DMSEC1.2]. As the level of trust for authentication during DM sessions requires the use of the HTTP protocol over TLS, then it MUST be compliant with [DMSEC1.2] and [SCWS1.1].
