9. VM Management Operation Procedures
This section describes the procedures for the Virtual Machine management operations.
9.1 Creating Virtual Machine
The VirMO Server can create the Virtual Machine in the device as follows:
Step 1: The VirMO Server sends the request to the VirMO Client for creating the sub-tree under the VirMO node. 
Step 2: When receiving the request from the VirMO Server, the VirMO Client creates the sub-tree under the VirMO node. The VirMO Client MUST set the value of the VirMO/<x>/VMID and VirMO/<x>/State node, and the value of the VirMO/<x>/State node MUST be 0 (NotCreated state). After successfully processing the request, the VirMO Client sends the status code to the VirMO Server.
Step 3: The VirMO Server sends Exec command to create a Virtual Machine.
Step 4: On receiving the Exec command, the VirMO Client creates a new Virtual machine, and properly updates the node such as the VirMO/<x>/State node. The VirMO Client can respond to the VirMO Server by using either synchronous or asynchronous reporting.
9.2 Deleting Virtual Machine
The VirMO Server can delete the Virtual Machine in the device as follows:
Step 1: The VirMO Server sends the Exec command to the VirMO/<x>/Operations/Delete node.
Step 2: On receiving the Exec command, the VirMO Client MUST set the state of the VM to the Deleting state, and then deletes the Virtual Machine in the device. After completely deleting the Virtual Machine, the VirMO Client MUST set the state of the Virtual Machine to the Deleted state, and then MUST delete the sub-tree pertaining to the Virtual Machine as soon as practical.
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
