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1 Reason for Change

During the closure review of the DMWSI RD, it was pointed out that some of the functional requirements should be accompanied by usability requirements.  
This CR addresses that point by creating a usability requirement around sending results to a different external system than the one that initiated the operation.

Change 1:  Add a new Usability requirement allowing the External System to specify where the results should be sent
There exists a requirement HLR-09 that currently reads:  “The WSI Enabler SHOULD support communicating results to an authorized External System that is different than the External System initiating the operation.”

The External System should be able to specify which External System the results should be sent to. A new usability requirement will be added to address this issue.
