3 Detailed Proposal
The following changes to the IOP Process Document and the TestFest Participation Guidelines Document should be made:

IOP Process Document 
1. The document uses “justified paragraphs” in some places, and “non-justified paragraphs” in other places. The document should be made consistently “justified paragraphs” throughout. 

2. General change throughout document – change “Test Fest” to “TestFest” – removing the space.

3. Section 3.2 – “Fest Admin” should be replaced by “TestFest Administration”. The entry should be moved later in the list, alphabetically, and should read “OMA Staff that perform the routine administrative and technical co-ordination of a TestFest”
4. Section 3.2 – Add a new item “Test Session Report” to read “A document that contains detailed test information for one session of testing. It is jointly owned by all companies participating in that session.”

5. Section 3.3 – “Non-disclosure” should read “Non-Disclosure”.

6. Section 4 Introduction – 4th paragraph – “is” on the first line of the paragraph should be “are”.

7. Section 4.1 Ownership – 2nd line – “is” on this line should also be “are”.

8. Section 7.8 – 9th Paragraph “Development within OMA”. On the first line of this paragraph, “are” should be “is”.
9. Section 7.8 – 9th Paragraph “Development within OMA”. On the second line of this paragraph, the phrase “to this work to be done” should read “doing this work”.

10. Section 7.9 – 3rd paragraph, 1st bullet point, “represents” should be “represent”.
11. Section 8. Replace the second sentence “It will outline the available methods for testing and any prerequisites defined.” by “It outlines the two OMA Test Methods (OMA TestFest and Vendor Bilateral Testing) and defines the pre-requisites for conducting these test methods.”.

12. Section 8.1 – 4th Paragraph, 1st Line, “Enable” should be “Enabler”

13. Section 9.2 – 1st paragraph, 2nd line, replace “per each tested enabler” by “for each Enabler tested”. 
14. Section 9.4 – 1st paragraph, 3rd line, replace “per each Test Session” by “for each Test Session”.
TestFest Participation Guidelines
1. General change throughout document – change “Test Fest” to “TestFest” – removing the space.

2. Section 4.1 – TestFest Announcement Section, 2nd paragraph should be changed to read: 

A second announcement will be sent to all OMA members at least one working day for confirming hotels rooms at the selected hotel, if one has been established for the event, and to announce the imminent closing of Registration.

3. Section 4.1 – Notification of Test Results. Add to the end of the sentence in the section “, as appropriate.”.

4. Section 4.4 – 2nd paragraph, 1st line, “enblers” should be “enablers”.

5. Section 4.7 – EICS Completion, end of 1st line – the reference should refer to Section 4.2.
