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1 Reason for Change

Trusted Zone has been a neutral party that handles confidential information and schedules testing associated to Test Fests. Same job can be done by the OMA staff. This CR moves the Trusted Zone responsibilities to the OMA staff. OMA staff are always present at the test fest and are capable to do required paper work, keep confidentiality and schedules associated to the Test Fests.
