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1 Reason for Contribution
During the discussions relating to the revision of the IOP Process, it became apparent that the Enabler Test Plan document as previously defined was not being created by the IOP Sub-working groups, as there did not appear to be an audience for it. The document was however partially useful in helping to establish the TestFest environment for testing the enabler.

A previous change request, already approved by IOP WG allows, creates the evolution of the ETP into a new document to be know as the Enabler Test Guidelines (ETG). 
This change request makes the appropriate editorial changes to the IOP Process V1.3 document that will allow it to reference the ETG document, rather than the old ETP document.

2 Summary of Contribution
This CR to the IOP Process document changes all references to the ETP into references to the ETG.  

3 Detailed Proposal
1. In section 3.2 Replace the entry “Test Plan” with the following placed in correct alphabetical order:

“Test Guidelines
A document that specifies the ideal objectives, resources, schedules
and guidelines for an enabler to be tested at an OMA TestFest.”

2. In section 8, figure 1, replace “test plan” by “Test Guidelines” in all 3 boxes to the bottom right of the figure.

3. In section 8, the last line before Section 8.1, replace “Enabler test plan” with “Enabler Test Guidelines”.
4. In section 8.2, 2nd line, replace “Enabler Test Requirements document and test planning” by “the Enabler Test Requirements and Enabler Test Guidelines documents” 

5. In Section 9.4, replace the whole section with the following:
9.4    Enabler Test Guidelines (ETG)
9.4.1 Ownership

The ETG is an OMA confidential document which SHALL be created and maintained by IOP WG.

Input document to the ETG is the ETR for the enabler and [OMADICT].

A template for ETG is available at http://www.openmobilealliance.org.

9.4.2 Role, Responsibility and Scope 

The ETG SHALL define test strategy and test methodologies for meeting the requirements in the associated ETR and the recommendations on mapping the OMA IOP Process for the Enabler under consideration.

The ETG SHALL include a definition of scope for testing of the Enabler including Interoperability testing details, re-prioritisations if identified and a preliminary proposal on the high-level requirements for a test tool for the Enabler.

In addition to the above, the ETG will be used to identify the financial and legal requirements and communicate with the BoD-IOP Steering Committee so that the interoperability efforts can continue without additional delays.

The ETG document SHALL contain only that which can be referred in general terms to ETR.

In the situation that IOP WG or TWG does not see value in including a particular Enabler Release into OMA IOP Program, it will be described with details in the ETG.

9.4.3 Approval Path

· The IOP WG SHOULD send the drafted ETG to the TWG for review and comments from a technical point of view. 

· After incorporation of the comments, the IOP WG MAY send the ETG for approval to the BOD-IOP for approval from a financial and contractual perspective within the IOP budget OMA has planned..
6. In Section 9.5, second line, replace “ETP” with “ETG”.

7. In Section 9.6, first line, replace “ETP” with “ETG”.

8. In Section 9.6, last line, replace “ETP” with “ETG”.

9. In Section 9.8.1, 1st line, second paragraph, replace “ETP” with “ETG”.

10. In Section 9.8.2, last line, replace “ETP” with “ETG”.

11. In Section 9.9, 2nd line, 5th paragraph, replace “ETP” with “ETG”.

12. In Section 9.12.3, 1st line 2nd paragraph, replace “ETP” with “ETG”.

13. In Section 10.7, third bullet, replace “ETP” with “ETG”.
