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1 Reason for Contribution

For some enablers, due to its inherent architecture or the small size of its potential market, might be difficult to have enough participation on Test Fest and that way to achieve point 10.7 of IOP Process, to collect enough statistical information out of Test Fests to approve the enabler.

In parallel even if it would be at least possible to organize some bilateral tests, it is defined in 9.12.4 of the same process document, that the entry criteria for the bilateral is a regular participation to Test Fests, for the enabler in question.
Some changes to the IOP Process could, under a controlled manner, make possible the approval of those especial enablers otherwise difficult to validate through the Test Fest mechanism.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution tries to define the particular case where enablers should be IOP approved without going trough any Test Fest and under which rules the approval process could work.

This contribution also identifies the specific points of the IOP process where that information should goes.
3 Detailed Proposal

Chapter 5 paragraph “4. Flexible:”

To add:

· “Standalone conformance testing”

Chapter 9 section 1.12.1


To add the following paragraph at the end of the section:

“On the case where an enabler only has defined conformance test cases or the interoperability test cases can be run with an OMA server available remotely on similar conditions as the expected real environment, the conformance testing can be used to approve the enabler. This exceptional situation has to be approved by the IOP WG at the request of the IOP SWG responsible for that particular enabler.”
Chapter 9, section 9.12.4, second row, second column of the entry criteria for Vendor Bilateral Testing


To add:


“For some enablers might be allowed to perform the Bilateral testing without having to attend Test Fests”

Chapter 9, section 9.12.4


To add the following row to the entry criteria table:

	Conformance Testing
	Sufficient information to determine test case applicability, for example the EICS, and Quality Qualified
Enough Test Cases available satisfying the ETR

Availability of the necessary test environment


Chapter 9, section 9.14


To add the following paragraph at the end of the section:

“On the case where not enough implementations of servers or similar node are expected to appear on the market, IOP WG upon the respective IOP SWG request, might accept to reduce the required tests for the approval of the enabler to the bilateral ones.”
Chapter 10, section 10.7


To change the first paragraph to:

“In general it is important to have sufficient statistical information for status transition of an enabler and approving it. The main source of statistics is the OMA sanctioned Test Fest. Both statistics from bi-lateral testing sessions, performed by the member companies and conformance testing, can be used as another source as stated before.

On the cases where the IOP WG has approved the modality of approval via conformance or bilateral testing, the testing period will be from the immediately next Test Fest (A) until the one after (B). The interested companies have to register as to normal Test Fests. The minimum number of unique conformance test sessions or bilateral pairs should be 4 in order to consider the results relevant. At the end of test fest (B) the Trusted Zone will issue the Conformance or Bilateral Testing report with the tests statistics and the relevant observations found.”
