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OMA IOP-DMSYNC SWG Charter
1. Description and Goals

The Group is a sub-group of the OMA Interoperability Working Group.
The work and goal of the OMA Interoperability DMSYNC (OMA IOP DMSYNC) Group is to implement the OMA Interoperability policies and process to ensure interoperability of OMA Device Management(DM) and Data Synchronization(DS) technologies in specifications and implementations.

The objective of the OMA IOP DMSYNC Group is to facilitate OMA Device Management and Data Synchronization technology conformity assessment and interoperability.

2. Scope

Scope of the OMA IOP DMSYNC Group will be to cover conformity assessment and interoperability activities of OMA Device Management(DM) and Data Synchronization(DS) technologies; both legacy activities transitioned from SyncML.org and any new developments within OMA.

The OMA IOP DMSYNC Group is responsible to define and coordinate DMSYNC test materials and test programs according to OMA IOP processes and models.

To achieve this objective the scope of this activity will include:
· Cooperating with technical working groups to ensure the right testing scope and strategy for DMSYNC technology enablers.

· Providing recommendations for DMSYNC testing tools including oversight and review of submitted branch inclusions to the SCTS tool.

· Ensuring the Data Synchronization(DS) and Device Management(DM) related specifications are reviewed from conformity assessment and interoperability testing perspective.

Participating in the process of developing and delivering Data Sync(DS) and Device Management(DM) enabler releases.
3. Criteria for Success

The success of the OMA Interoperability DMSYNC Group is measured by:
· Ability of the group to deliver and maintain test programs that facilitates conformity assessment and interoperability of OMA Device Management and Data Synchronization implementations. 
· Ability of the group to deliver test specifications which provide test artefacts that indicate an enabler’s readiness for approval through testing implementations based on technical specifications.
· Timely initiation and delivery of activities as defined by group scope.
4. Duration

OMA IOP DMSYNC Group’s duration is determined by the need for interoperability testing of Device Management and Data Synchronization enabler specifications from OMA, as governed by the OMA Interoperability Working Group. 

As a sub-group of OMA Interoperability Working Group, OMA IOP DMSYNC Group charter shall be subject to review on an annual basis or as required by the OMA governing processes.
5. Resource Requirements

The OMA IOP DMSYNC Group will require support from OMA Staff in arranging testing facilities, meeting arrangements, e-mail list access, web pages and telephone conference facilities.

OMA member companies are expected to provide resources to develop and maintain the test programs.  Test program development will be facilitated by face-to-face meetings and teleconferences.  It is expected that OMA members actively participate in the regular meetings in order to support the development of the test programs.
6. LIAISON/COLLABORATION with External Organisation

The OMA IOP DMSYNC Group may liaise with external organisations with respect to test methodologies, test programs or test strategies to further compliance of OMA Device Management and Data Synchronization technologies.

7. Coordination with Other OMA Activities

The OMA IOP DMSYNC Group will report to the OMA IOP group to meet the objectives of the OMA IOP requirements. Additionally, the OMA IOP DMSYNC Group will co-ordinate with the following OMA activities during the normal course of business:

· Other OMA Interoperability SWG

· All OMA drafting committees tasked with Device Management and Data Synchronization area work items

· The OMA Requirements working group

· The OMA Architecture working group

8. Meetings and Communication

The OMA IOP DMSYNC Group expects to hold the following:


· Face-to-face meetings as determined by the group
· Weekly conference calls, or as determined by the group.
