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1 Reason for Change

As it was agreed in OMA to introduce – D, – C and – A Test Specification, in the same way as the Core Specifications are handled, there was the need to find a solution to change ETS’es even after they have been approve. Therefore IOP WG discussed and agreed document OMA-IOP-2006-0076R01-INP-Enabler_Test_Collection_Introduction which will solve that issue.

This CR is intended to propose the changes to the IOP Process document, so that the agreed proposal can be used and applied for future Enablers.

9.1 ETS

9.1.1 Ownership

The ETS is a document which SHOULD be created and maintained by the IOP WG. 

Input to the ETS for an enabler is [OMADICT], ETG, EICS and all other relevant technical documentation for the enabler.

9.1.2 Role, Responsibility and Scope

The ETS SHALL define the test cases for the Enabler in question, including the methodology to test, expected inputs and outputs, responses and behaviour for each specified test.

The ETS SHALL include references to any test tools to be developed to be able to execute the defined test cases.
The ETS document SHALL contain nothing that cannot be referred in general terms to ETR and ETG.

9.1.3 Approval Path

Drafted ETS SHOULD be sent to REQ and the enabler TWG for comments.  (figure 2 shall be adapted accordingly)

7 After incorporating comments from these two working groups, the IOP WG SHOULD approve the document.

8 An IOP approved ETS SHALL be sent to the TP for OMA approval.

9.2 ETC

9.2.1 Ownership

The ETC is a document which MAY be created and maintained by an IOP SWG once the ETS was approved and stored as – A specification. Therefore the creation of an ETC will be triggered when Class 0 or Class 1 CR’s to an approved ETS are agreed. 

The first version of the ETC SHOULD be based on the latest approved ETS for the Enabler in question.

9.2.2 Role, Responsibility and Scope

The ETC SHALL define the additional test cases for the Enabler in question. Furthermore the ETC SHALL define the associated test requirements which will be needed .
The ETC SHALL be a public document in order that external bodies can use and work with the ETC if changes are needed.   

9.2.3 Approval Path

Drafted ETC SHOULD be sent to IOP WG for approval.  An IOP approved ETC Will be provided to TP for information only.

9.3    Enabler Test Guidelines (ETG)

9.3.1 Ownership

The ETG is an OMA confidential document which SHALL be created and maintained by IOP WG.

Input document to the ETG is the ETR for the enabler and [OMADICT].

A template for ETG is available at http://www.openmobilealliance.org.

9.3.2 Role, Responsibility and Scope 

The ETG MUST be created before any TestFest or Bi-Lateral Testing is conducted. The ETG may exist in draft form for the purposes of Prototype Testing at a TestFest. The ETG MUST be approved by the IOP WG before any Formal Testing at a TestFest, or any Bi-Lateral Test Results are recognised by the OMA Trusted Zone. 

The ETG SHALL define test strategy and test methodologies for meeting the requirements in the associated ETR and the recommendations on mapping the OMA IOP Process for the Enabler under consideration.

The ETG SHALL include a definition of scope for testing of the Enabler including Interoperability testing details, re-prioritisations if identified and a preliminary proposal on the high-level requirements for a test tool for the Enabler.
The ETG SHALL prioritize Test Cases from the ETS for the TestFest testing purpose in case the scope of the ETS does not fit into the TestFest schedule. Furthermore the ETG SHALL define gating criteria which will allow participants to attend the TestFest testing. 
In addition to the above, the ETG will be used to identify the financial and legal requirements and communicate with the BoD-IOP Steering Committee so that the interoperability efforts can continue without additional delays.

The ETG document SHALL contain only that which can be referred in general terms to ETR.

It is anticipated that the ETG MAY be updated after each TestFest or Bi-Lateral Test Session, where an Enabler Test Report has been published, to improve the test guidelines or define new test processes and requirements for the approval of the enabler. The IOP Sub-Working Group responsible for the ETG document SHOULD conduct a review of the ETG after each Enabler Test Report is published.

In the situation that IOP WG or TWG does not see value in including a particular Enabler Release into OMA IOP Program, it will be described with details in the ETG.

9.3.3 Approval Path

· The IOP WG SHOULD send the drafted ETG to the TWG for review and comments from a technical point of view. 

· After incorporation of the comments, the IOP WG MAY send the ETG for approval to the BOD-IOP for approval from a financial and contractual perspective within the IOP budget OMA has planned.
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
