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1 Reason for Contribution

We have received a liaison request from the CalConnect.org organization.  This organization is promoting the use of the iCal standard for synchronization of calendar data.    
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution serves to outline possible responses to the CalConnect.org organization liaison request which deals with possible coordination of interoperability events or use of CalConnect.org test cases.
3 Detailed Proposal

We have received a specific liaison request from the CalConnect.org organization specifically The MOBILE Technical Committee (TC-Mobile) of the Calendaring & Scheduling Consortium (CalConnect).  They have developed a set of interoperability test cases four use with the iCal standard and are attempting to understand if any type of coordination with OMA is available.

3.1 Specific IOP request via the liaison request snip
In addition, TC-Mobile is looking for feedback on how best to encourage implementers to make use of the test suite. The TC feels that it is important to get implementers together in some form of testing event and is presently considering the following three ideas:

1. Including a new IOP track as part of existing CalConnect Interoperability Test Events (CITEs)

2. Hosting a special CalConnect CITE focused exclusively on mobile calendaring testing (perhaps at a location and date that would parallel an OMA TestFest event in some manner which makes it easy for participants to easily attend both).

3. Promoting the use of the CalConnect Test Suite at an OMA TestFest Event.

If the OMA DS and OMA IOP PRC working groups are interested in providing feedback on these topics then TC-Mobile would like to suggest setting up a joint session (most likely a conference call) to allow such feedback. TC-Mobile would provide access to the test suite prior to the session to give people time to review it.

If this is agreeable then TC-Mobile would like to ask that the OMA DS and OMA IOP PRC working groups reply to this liaison request indicating such. The chairs of the different groups can then arrange an appropriate time for the joint session.

3.2 IOP-PRC review

IOP-PRC has reviewed the input.  It was determined as feasible that any interest parties wishing to help review the test suite, should participate.  The IOP-PRC chair will coordinate with the DS WG chair to have a joint session to review the test cases.

For other interactions with the CalConnect.org, it seems the proposal items should be dealt with at the IOP WG level as they discuss coordination of interoperability events, specifically item 2 and item 3.  

Proposal item 3 also has some further implications as it would be an external body attempting to input test cases.  I think, since OMA is a member driven organization, it would take a member company to submit the test cases to the ETS.
