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1 Overview

This Liaison Statement from OMA IOP WG to GCF Agreement Group is intended to provide answers and information of the current status of the OMA BCAST technical specification, test specification and TTCN-3 conformance test code. 

At the last OMA meeting in London, held the 13th - 14th of December, the Enabler Release Packet (ERP) for OMA BCAST was created and sent for the OMA approval process. It is anticipated to be approved as a Candidate Specification in January 2008. This means that the OMA BCAST 1.0 is back to Candidate status in January. Some CR’s were also reviewed for the OMA BCAST ETS. There are some small changes to the test cases also.
In the next steps, OMA is updating the ETS, the Enabler Release Packet and the TTCN-3 test code is verified by OMA member companies.

3 Requested Action(s)

Feedback from OMA to GCF:
1. Does OMA feel that the BCAST 1.0 core specifications have enough maturity level, so that GCF can continue its activity on BCAST work item? We have this question, since GCF leant that the last candidate version of BCAST 1.0 core specifications has been revised to draft versions.

Answer from OMA IOP:

OMA BCAST working group created new Enabler Release Packet (ERP) in London meeting in December. It was send to OMA approval process and it is anticipated to be officially approved in January 2008. This means that the OMA BCAST 1.0 core specs are back to Candidate Specification and therefore are mature to be used by GCF.
2. Does OMA feel that the BCAST 1.0 Client Conformance ETS is mature enough to be used by GCF for its WI-056? Does OMA foresee any major changes to the existing test cases in the ETS, especially to the test cases selected in WI-056 and as listed in the last section of this document?

Answer from OMA IOP:

GCF selected test cases are considered mature with the exception that three security test cases (BCAST-1.0-ContProt-conf-101, BCAST-1.0-ContProt-conf-102, BCAST-1.0-ContProt-conf-103) and one Service guide test case (BCAST-1.0-ESG-conf-103 Service guide with purchasing information) will be replaced by one new test case (tbd).
3. GCF is interested in knowing the statistical results from the TestFest for BCAST 1.0, especially related to the test results and Problem Reports raised.
