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OMA IOP TTCN Charter

1. Description and Goals

The OMA IOP TTCN Sub-Working Group (IOP TTCN SWG) is a subgroup of the OMA Interoperability Working Group (OMA IOP WG). IOP TTCN is responsible for organizing, promoting, coordinating and managing TTCN code development for conformance tests applicable to all technologies, according to defined OMA IOP processes and models.

The mission of the IOP TTCN SWG is to provide TTCN code to OMA members for execution of conformance test cases and focus on maximal reuse and interoperability between the enablers.
2. Scope

The OMA IOP TTCN SWG is responsible for defining a concept and a test environment for TTCN code development, according to defined OMA IOP processes and models, for each of the enablers TTCN development is decided by the OMA IOP WG. For each enabler this includes:

· Assist IOP WG and IOP SWGs to choose Enablers suiting for TTCN development.

· Contributing to the specification of the relevant enabler to ensure the possibility to convert the test specification to TTCN code.
· Development and provision of test models and test architectures as considered necessary.

· Reviewing TTCN code developed and produced by external organizations or companies.

· Reviewing TTCN change requests during TTCN verification phase.

· Addressing issues originating from conformance tests implementation and communicating them to relevant OMA groups. 

The OMA IOP TTCN SWG is also responsible for contributing to the OMA IOP process development. 
The IOP TTCN SWG is responsible for making recommendations for enabler testing and approval to the OMA IOP WG. 

3. Criteria for Success

The success of IOP TTCN SWG is measured by:

· The ability of the group to deliver TTCN code for conformance tests of IOP related Enablers.

4. Duration

The OMA IOP TTCN SWG duration is open-ended and determined by the need for TTCN code development as decided by the OMA IOP WG. The charter of the OMA IOP TTCN SWG shall be reviewed and updated annually or as otherwise required.
5. Resource Requirements

To ensure suitable progress and proper distribution of information, active representation by interested member companies in the OMA IOP TTCN SWG is required.

OMA staff assistance is required for arranging meetings, OMA email and web site services for member access and for FTP access.

Secretarial support for IOP TTCN SWG activities is beneficial.
6. LIAISON/COLLABORATION with External Organisation

7. Coordination with Other OMA Activities

The OMA IOP TTCN SWG will co-operate on interoperability related activities with other OMA groups regarding OMA compliance issues.

The OMA IOP TTCN SWG's progress and deliverables will be reported and presented for approval to the technical plenary via OMA IOP WG. 

8. Meetings and Communication

The OMA IOP TTCN SWG organizes bi-weekly meetings. The meetings are held during scheduled OMA face-to-face meetings, or at arranged interim meetings or via teleconferencing. 

The use of email is an important means for progressing work and is encouraged via the OMA-IOP-TTCN mailing list.

9. Membership

The IOP TTCN SWG is open to all OMA Sponsor, Full and Associate member companies and focuses on TTCN skilled persons.
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
