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1 Overview

This Liaison Statement from OMA IOP WG to GCF Conformance and Interoperability Agreement Group is intended to provide information of the current status of the OMA BCAST test specification and TTCN-3 conformance test code. 

At the last OMA meeting in Prague, held the 23rd - 27th of June, the BCAST 1.0 Client Conformance Enabler Test Specification was agreed in a new revision. The new version includes a correction to test case BCAST-1.0-DIST-conf-103. It is anticipated to be re-approved as a Candidate Specification in July 2008.
However the DRM related test cases in this Client conformance ETS (BCAST-1.0-ServProt-conf-201, BCAST-1.0-ServProt-conf-211, BCAST-1.0-ServProt-conf-221) are not specified in a way that they can be implemented in TTCN at the moment. But they are expected to be completed in the near future.
The progress of TTCN-3 development for BCAST is assumed healthy since first verifications of test code were agreed and new TTCN test code for test cases was contributed by member companies. 
Additionally, OMA is looking at the moment for a company to develop missing TTCN-3 code and did send a RFI out.
