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1 Reason for Change

During TestFest-25 in Helsinki two companies arrived late for the Pre-Test Session. They arrive late afternoon. This caused some level of discomfort among of some of the participants companies. The affected companies claimed that they were penalized by the lack of consideration of companies arriving late.

As a result of this late arrival, the missing Pre-Test Sessions were re-scheduled for Tuesday.

It appears that BCAST is the Enabler in which these late arrivals are taking place. This is adding an extra complication to the Test of this Enabler, which for itself is full of technical challenges. This type of behaviours should be discouraged in fairness with those other companies that allocate resources for the duration of the Event. Otherwise, the organization and running of these Events may be negatively impacted.

5 Recommendation

Please note that the IOP Process already contains a statement about companies who fail to participate in the Pre-Testing Day: “Teams who fail to participate in the Pre-Testing day will not be allowed to participate in the remainder of the TestFest, for either Prototype or Formal Enabler testing.”
6 Detailed Change Proposal

10.5 Pre-Testing Requirements

All teams entering a face to face TestFest or Virtual TestFest Event must participate in the Pre-Testing session scheduled for the first day of the TestFest (typically the Monday of the test week).

The objectives of the Pre-Testing day are:

· To verify all aspect of the network configuration and connectivity are working for all teams participating in the TestFest, thereby minimising connectivity issues during the remainder of the TestFest, and

· To check each client/terminal or server implementation meets a minimum standard of implementation maturity to allow it to effectively participate in the Interoperability testing.

Teams that are participating in Prototype Testing will not be required to demonstrate a minimum standard of implementation maturity before participating in the TestFest.

Teams that arrive for the Pre-Test Day after starting the Pre-Test Sessions without a reasonable justification will not be recognized in the test results for the TestFest. Reasonable justification implies that the company has taken all the necessary steps to ensure its presence at the TestFest Venue before 10.am of the Pre-Test Day. All results achieved and correctly signed by this company will be included in the final Enabler Test Report but the company will receive no recognition in the Enabler Test Report or on the OMA Product Listing Web Site. The company will not receive an Implementation Test Report.
Teams who fail to participate in the Pre-Testing day will not be allowed to participate in the remainder of the TestFest, for either Prototype or Formal Enabler testing.

Teams who do participate in the Pre-Testing day, but fail to demonstrate a minimum standard of implementation quality during the Pre-Test will not be allowed to participate in the remainder of the TestFest until the team have been able to meet the minimum standard of implementation as decided upon by the Trusted Zone administering the TestFest. These teams will be given an opportunity to complete Pre-Testing on each remaining day of the TestFest in order to allow them to proceed to full testing with the other teams.

In the event that a failure to resolve connectivity issues or demonstrate a minimum standard of implementation is agreed by all parties involved (Client/Terminal team, Server team, Trusted Zone, and OMA Staff) to be caused by deficiencies in the network of the Host Operator for the TestFest, then at the discretion of the OMA Staff organizing the event, the registration fees for the team involved will be refunded, if and only if, it is impossible for the affected team to perform any testing.

The decision on whether a team has failed to participate in the Pre-Testing day, or has failed to demonstrate a minimum standard of implementation will be decided upon by the Trusted Zone, working in conjunction with the other participants of the TestFest.

Such failing teams will be given one opportunity at the start of each subsequent day during the TestFest to demonstrate to the Trsuted Zone that the connectivity and minimum standard of implementation requirements have been demonstrated. On successful demonstration of having met the requirements, then the team will be permitted to participate in the scheduled test sessions for the remainder of the TestFest
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
