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1 Overview

This Liaison Statement from OMA Interoperability working group (IOP WG) to 3GPP RAN5 is intended to inform about current and upcoming test development in OMA. 

More than one year ago OMA started development of TTCN-3 test code for the OMA Enabler BCAST. This code is used by GCF for certification of BCAST client implementations. This work is seen as positive and beneficial within OMA.

OMA IOP WG is currently in the process of selecting further Enabler(s) for the development of TTCN-3. Among these potential Enablers are IMS based Enablers as IM SIMPLE 1.0 and PRESENCE 2.0.
OMA IOP WG is aware that 3GPP RAN5 has developed TTCN-3 code for IMS-CC (defined in TS 34.229-3) which we understand is publicly available.

To save development and verification effort for IMS based Enablers within the OMA, the OMA IOP WG would like to understand if the current IMS-CC TTCN-3 code could be reused and enhanced for further TTCN-3 development within OMA.

2 Proposal

OMA might want to reuse the IMS-CC test framework for IMS based Enablers within OMA upcoming in the future. 

The aim is to reduce effort and speed up the development of TTCN code in OMA. It is the understanding that no modifications to existing code will be made unless agreed otherwise between OMA IOP WG and 3GPP RAN5.
3 Requested Action(s)

The OMA IOP WG would kindly ask 3GPP RAN5 if the current IMS-CC TTCN-3 code can be used by OMA.
