1. Overall Description:

RAN5 thanks the OMA IOP WG for the information regarding the use of TTCN3 for the development of test case development for OMA enablers and welcomes the opportunity to clarify the ownership question. Of course the code is developed as a direct result of the RAN5 work and test coverage requirements but this does not mean that RAN5 owns it or indeed that it is public property. It follows, therefore, that the assertion/assumption:

OMA IOP WG is aware that 3GPP RAN5 has developed TTCN-3 code for IMS-CC (defined in TS 34.229-3) which we understand is publicly available.

…is not the case. Strictly speaking the verified TTCN-3 code is actually ‘owned’ by the organisational partners (OP) of 3GPP therefore any OP member may download the code for whatever purpose. It may be that many of the OMA members are also 3GPP members as well, but not all, therefore the principle as to whether OMA may use the verified code is really a question for 3GPP OP. For your information the following passage is stated on the cover sheet of 34.123-3:

The OMA IOP WG would kindly ask 3GPP RAN5 if the current IMS-CC TTCN-3 code can be used by OMA.

In the event that OMA is allowed to use the any of the TTCN-3 code developed within ETSI MCC (STF160), RAN5 would appreciate any notification and feedback on how such code would be used. To be clear, however, the so called Abstract Test Suite (ATS) associated with the RAN5 test specifications remains under the control of the ETSI MCC (STF 160) and therefore is unaffected by re-use of the code elsewhere.
