Enabler IOP Program Exit Criteria

A WI can be closed in the IOP WG if there is sufficient statistical testing information that guarantees interoperability quality of the enabler. 
IOP WG will monitor the participation in Enabler IOP activities after IOP Report has been agreed by IOP WG. When there is significant decrease in participation and future demand, IOP WG will gradually phase out any such Enabler Releases from the OMA IOP Program by informing TP of this decision including the date at which IOP WG will not offer the enabler for testing anymore. Moreover, this decision will be reported on the OMA testfest webpage at http://www.openmobilealliance.org/tf/index.asp.
This has the following results:

· Enabler testing will no longer be included in upcoming TestFest scopes

· IOP WG will no longer maintain either the ETS document or the TFP document.

· Any test code developed for the Enabler Release will be phased out of maintenance mode
