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1. Scope

OMA IOP BRO as a sub-working group (SWG) to OMA IOP WG, has compiled this report to summarize the efforts done to prove the interoperability aspects of the OMA Look and Feel Customisation Version 1.0 enabler. 
LFC 1.0 has reached the candidate stage in June of 2009. After more than one year after there was no activity and according to the latest version of the OMA process, IOP BRO considers the adequate maximum time for public review has already been exhausted and as so the enabler should be approved as no IOP activity will happen in the near or far future.

4. Summary
The Look and Feel Customisation enabler specification work started in 2006. It took approximately 3 years to reach the candidate stage in June 2009.
In April of 2009, in Helsinki OMA meeting, the IOP BRO chair participated on the LFC meeting and questioned the group about their plans to perform the validation of the specifications. By then it was said that no IOP was necessary although during the technical discussion it was apparent to exist some uncertainty about the exact behaviour that might result in interoperability issues.
Being LFC 1.0 an enabler release needing a formal validation, IOP BRO waited for any contribution to the IOP phase. A year later IOP BRO realised that most of the LFC members no longer participated in OMA and the ones that still do are now working on other areas.
After discussing the topic with CD, IOP BRO is now sure there won’t be any other work in IOP or other for LFC in the future. The reason is the lack of interest of the market and OMA members. In the future, if the interest arises again, the mobile phones market will be so different from today that the enabler will have to change to another version.

As per the new OMA process the specifications were under public review from the 20th of October 2010 up to the 20th of January 2011 without any comment being made. According to the OMA process after that period the enabler can be submitted for final approval.
As so IOP BRO thinks that Look and Feel Customisation version 1.0 should be closed by the final approval of the enabler, opening the path for an ordered deployment of the future versions that, if the market interest will be high enough, will for sure support an IOP campaign.
