Execution environment for FUMO and SCOMO

Introduction

The purpose of this document is to provide information how to run test cases from the FUMO 1.0 and SCOMO 1.0 ETS’s.

What is needed FUMO

The following items are needed at a high level to adequately execute the FUMO IOP test cases.

- A device management client in the mobile device that is configured to interact with a device management server  

- A DM server capable of accessing and setting firmware update management objects in a mobile device.
- A download mechanism, such as OMA-DM or DLOTA, for supporting download of update packages
- Note that if OMA-DM download is being used as the delivery mechanism, both DM Client and DM Server must support Large Object
- Client vendor must have sample firmware update packages available for the server to use.  In addition, “corrupt” update packages will be needed to induce error flow behaviour.

What is needed for SCOMO

The following items are needed at a high level to adequately execute the SCOMO IOP test cases.  

- A Device Management (DM) client in the device that is configured to interact with a DM server

- A DM server capable of accessing and setting software component management objects in a mobile device.
- A download mechanism, such as OMA-DM or DLOTA, for supporting download of software components
- Note that if OMA-DM download is being used as the delivery mechanism, both DM Client and DM Server must support Large Object
- Client vendor must have sample software packages available for the server to use.  

How to find a server

1. OMA testbank is one way to find a server vendor to test against.

2. Test house / vendor may also contact directly to FUMO/SCOMO server vendor for bi-lateral testing

3. Third option is to contact operator and use their test FUMO/SCOMO server (e.g. FUMO/SCOMO information may be found via field trial declaration or contacting directly to operator)

Execution environment

- Testing end-to-end against a real FUMO/SCOMO server.

- Testing can be done remotely using web browser

- Accessing the FUMO/SCOMO server via browser using credentials given by the server vendor or operator

- Add a new device with the following information: phone number, serial number, manufacturer, model…

- Then bootstrap the device

- Run test cases
