7. Enabler Interoperability Development

The ownership of the activity to develop the needed specification validation and testing capability for each OMA Work Items and Enabler Release MUST liaise with IOP WG. Engagement of the IOP WG can be divided into two phases:

· Phase two, consisting of steps to be performed after Candidate Release Approval by the TP.

Change 2:  8.2.2 Role of the IOP Champion

7.1.1 Role of the IOP Champion
An IOP Champion SHOULD be active in the following domains:

· Planning and Update: the IOP Champion should update the IOP WISPR dates in due time. He should provide the IOP SWG with a progress report at the discretion of the SWG Chair and should keep track of test coverage
· IOP champions SHOULD notify the TWG if the IOP dates are changed during the meeting week or following SWG meeting/CC.
· Coordination : the IOP Champion should coordinate the efforts of the members volunteering to work on the test specifications to maximise the coverage of the testing of the enabler and seek document agreement from the IOP SWG 

· Document Production: the IOP Champion should ensure that the ETR is sent to IOP SWG as appropriate for socialisation and should send any comments back to the TWG
· Liaison: the IOP Champion should liaise between the IOP SWG and TWG during the EVP and ETS development phase and in order to resolve Problem Reports being raised against an enabler
In order to fulfil his role, the IOP Champion is entitled to schedule conference calls. IOP Champion SHALL also coordinate with the relevant IOP SWG by attending conference calls and/or F2F meetings to discuss the particular enabler
