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1. Scope

OMA IOP BRO as a sub-working group (SWG) to OMA IOP WG, has compiled this report to summarize the efforts done to prove the interoperability aspects of the OMA SCE Version 1.0 enabler. 
This IOP Report is not like other ordinary IOP Reports where IOP informs the OMA Technical Plenary that all the validation work was sufficiently done, allowing the enabler to be considered ready for approval as an OMA Enabler Release Package Approved. 
On this IOP Report, IOP states that the IOP work was considered finished, not because it was sufficiently done, but because did not even started after waiting for a long time and due to reasons beyond our competences.

SCE Version 1.0 has reached the Candidate stage in December of 2008. That milestone was achieved after a long Consistency Review of 8 months. 

After more than on year and half after the beginning of the Consistency Review and almost one year of being approved as Candidate Release, there was no IOP activity what so ever.

The conclusion of IOP BRO is that SCE is not a market relevant enabler at this moment, capable of generating enough momentum to drive a validation program.


As per the new OMA process the specifications were under public review from the 20th of October 2009 up to the 20th of May 2011 without any comment being made. According to the OMA process after that period the enabler can be submitted for final approval.

· Not Applicable (N/A): Used to indicate how many times the test cases have not be run due to lack of support for the required functionality to run this test case by one or more involved implementations.

· Problem Report (PR): Used to indicate how many PRs have been issued for the test case.

· Note: Used to indicate the cause of the Inconclusive or Failed results.
