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1 Reason for Contribution

During discussion on the LS received from GCF on the problems of testing FUMO and SCOMO I was given an Action Point to contact the FUMO & SCOMO Champions to ask whether they believe FUMO and/or SCOMO are, or will be, commercially viable.
2 Summary of Contribution

The replies of two of FUMO/SCOMO Champions (made anonymous) are detailed below.

3 Detailed Proposal

The following comments were received from two Champions about FUMO and SCOMO commercial viability.

Champion #1:

FUMO is extremely successful.  It is in use on all of the 3G networks.  Sadly, the market is moving away from FUMO, especially with the iPhone and Android devices.

SCOMO is nowhere near as successful, although I have seen several implementations in major networks.  The same problem exists with SCOMO as FUMO - namely iPhone and Android private implementations.

So unless OMA does something to address those two major device types, FUMO and SCOMO will become less and less important. 
Champion #2:

We need to differentiate between phones and M2M devices/gateways.

a) Phones:

i) FUMO is widely implemented and used today. It is commercially successful with many deployments. 

ii) SCOMO to a lesser extend although there are implementations. It is difficult to predict how SCOMO will develop in the market.

My understanding is that many Android devices do also support FUMO. Not sure about SCOMO.

b) M2M devices/gateways:

Probably FUMO and SCOMO will play a significant role for "non-lightweight" M2M devices/gateways. We are at a very early stage but there is big potential to use these enablers in this area.
