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1 Reason for Change

History:

At IOP CC 16th Jan, NTTdocomo briefly explained the intention of changes to the IOP report. The discussion was handed over to IOP MEC WG as SUPL2.0 IOP report responsible working group and planned to discuss at the CC on 24th Jan. However, since a stakeholder seems not to be able to attend the IOP MEC CC, after offline discussion, the discussion has returned back to IOP WG. 

Two changes:

1. At LOC CC on 17/1/2012, LOC group agreed to postpone the decision with regard to objection to R&A (LOC-11-002). This CR updates current LOC group discussion status by adding editor’s note. 

2. As it is presented during IOP CC on 16/1/2012 and LOC CC on 17/1/2012 by e.g., Verizon and NTTdocomo, there is market needs for emergency service function in SUPL2.0. And also we NTTdocomo see the value of emergency service function validation in OMA. Having said that, current description found in PR status of IOP report captures only the technical WG (LOC WG) point of view i.e., SCR item issue. Understanding the market needs and importance of service (emergency service), we believe it is better to capture the importance of emergency service function validation as to highlight the IOP point of view.

5. 4 PR Status
There are no open PRs for SUPL 2.0.

It has been noted that a number of Client implementations coming forward for Conformance testing do not support Emergency Services Location Request. According to the SCRs in the ULP TS support of Emergency Services location request is mandatory (ULP-PRO-C-034-M). This discrepancy need to be discussed and resolved by LOC group.
In a Conference Call on 20/12/2011 LOC group agreed CR OMA-LOC-2011-0337-CR_SUPL_V2.0_TS_client_SCR_for_Emergency_Services_optional which changed the relevant SCR to optional. This issue is therefore resolved.

Editor’s note: Following the objection to R&A (LOC-11-002), in a Conference Call on 17/01/2012 LOC group discussed the issue related to emergency service with contributions (OMA-LOC-2012-0012-CR_SUPL_V2.0_TS_client_SCR_for_Emergency_Services_mandatory and OMA-LOC-2012-0011-INP_SUPL_2.0_SCR_emergency_call_support_mandatory). The decision has been postponed to Barcelona meeting.
There was no validation of the emergency service function; however, considering the market needs, it should be noted of emergency service function validation needs and consider executing the corresponding IOP work (i.e., conformance and/or interoperability testing).  
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
