	Preconditions
	· User A and user B are IMS registered and the registration timer for each user is far from expiration
· RCS services have been successfully configured on the phone/(U)SIM pair for both uUser A and user B
· HTTP File transfer is enabled for uUser A and uUser B
· Display notifications are not switched off.
· File Transfer Auto-Accept is enabled
· User A and Uuser B are not engaged in a 1-to-1 chat session

	Test Procedure
	1. User A selects one file from the local storage and then selects the file transfer option.
2. User A selects user B as the recipient for the file transfer and chooses to send the file
3. User B receives and accepts the file download notification if prompted.
4. User B opens the file.

	Pass-Criteria
	1) In step 2, user A sees that file transfer option is available for uUser B
2) After step 2, user B receives file transfer download notification and sees the size of the file and an indication of the file type (e.g. MIME icon or mini-preview). 
3) After step 3, the file is transferred and received. The recipient can access the file (e.g. from storage on the handset). 
4) After step 4, delivery and display notification are received and shown on user client A’s client.
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
