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1 Reason for Change

R02: One correction made and one clarification added following further comments received.

R01: further changes made to simplify the test even further to just one single test. This is detailed below.

SUPL-2.0-con-061 has a number of problems, in particular it is too complicated and the TTCN has never managed to accurately follow the prose. As a result, it is currently downgraded in both GCF and PTCRB.

In order to simplify the test case and follow the current TTCN implementation, the following changes are made:

1. A new ics, ics_SET_releases_sc_after_SUPL_REPORT, is introduced to indicate whether or not the SET releases the secure IP connection after receiving SUPL REPORT. A new ics, ics_session_info_query, is introduced to indicate whether or not the SET supports the session info query procedure. These two new ics are then used to set the applicability for the test case. 

2. The old “Case 1 / Alternative 1” and “Case 1 / Alternative 2b” are merged into the new test case. Note that this is what is currently implemented in the TTCN.
3. The old “Case 1 / Alternative 2a” is deleted, as it is not applicable. This applicability was previously supposed to be calculated by the TTCN, but was never implemented correctly.

4. The old “Case 2” is deleted completely as this actually used to test the session info query procedure and had little to do with the Network cancelling the Triggered Location Request which was the title of the test case. If a test is required in future that tests the session info query procedure, then a new test can be written.
Note that now the applicability and the test uses the following logic:

If the SET does not release the secure IP connection after receiving SUPL REPORT, then use of the session info query procedure is not required and the SLP simply sends SUPL TRIGGERED STOP. If the SET does release the secure IP connection after receiving SUPL REPORT then use of the session info query procedure is now required and the SLP (Conformance Test Tool) uses this procedure and then sends SUPL TRIGGERED STOP.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

The applicability of the test case has been modified.
3 Impact on Other Specifications

The TTCN treatment of the ics may need adjustment. The test itself is unchanged.
