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Summary of Content:

GCF Steering Group (SG) would like to thank GSMA Network2020 IOT MNO Group for the liaison statement titled 'LS to GCF on development and handover of joyn Crane Certification' (S-15-217).
GCF SG noted

· The joyn Crane accreditation framework development and especially the split of the work into two parts namely 'Crane Priority Release (CPR)' and 'Crane Full Release (Crane PDD v2.0, published on 18th August 2015)' and their respective development timelines.

· The planned for Q1 2016 interactive test event (META) for the Crane Priority Release to be held in Düsseldorf, Germany.

· The Network2020 IOT MNO Group's view that the testing of joyn Crane for the GSMA accreditation purposes will be considered ready for transfer to GCF when the Crane accreditation is sufficiently mature, i.e. when there are at least 2 GSMA accredited networks and at least 2 different GSMA accredited OEM implementations.
In regard to the above, GCF SG would like to reiterate its interest in accommodating joyn Crane in its RCS certification program for the benefit of the industry.

GCF is looking forward for future timely updates on the ongoing status of the joyn Crane work in GSMA, and especially on the development of the relevant tests in GSMA TSG which are intended as the essential pre-requisites for enabling the transfer of Crane testing into GCF.

Although GCF expects that this may be out of the scope of the Network2020 IOT MNO Group and GSMA TSG, GCF would like to highlight that if Conformance testing for joyn Crane is anticipated, then the earliest involvement of OMA for test development activities will be beneficial.
Actions

Network2020 IOT MNO Group should ensure that GCF is provided with timely updates on the ongoing status of the joyn Crane work in GSMA, and facilitate the timely start of TC development in GSMA TSG FT.
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
