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1 Reason for Change

In con-110_11 and _12 there is a logical inconsistency that has caused some confusion.
The tests state (for example):

· If A-GPS is supported by the SET then A-GPS SET based is used. Otherwise A-GNSS SET based is used. The GNSS used can be one of Galileo or GLONASS or Beidou or GPS and GLONASS or GPS and Beidou or GPS and GLONASS and Beidou depending on the technology supported by the SET and declared in ixit_gANSS
Logically the use of GPS + GLONASS or GPS + BDS etc. can never occur as the first sentence says that if GPS is supported then A-GPS SET based is used and A-GNSS will then not be used.

This logical inconsistency is removed to avoid confusion.
