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1 Reason for Change

At the September 2005 Test Fest it was raised the PR Browsing 0040 stating “The ETS ESMP V1.0 contains references to incorrect test suite numbers”. The PR is very vague but raised the need to review the ESMP test suite. During the review the changes below were identified has improvements on the test suite, test suite documentation and ETS.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

Most of the changes are clerical and some test assertions were corrected so no change was made that can create a break on the backward compatibility. 
3 Impact on Other Specifications

There is no impact on other specifications as the only problems found and corrected are circumscribed to the ETS or test suite.

· The execution of this test case was achieved by running any other test case. It makes no sense to repeat test cases and make the testing longer.

Change 2:  Test Case “Character indexing support” was deleted
· The execution of this test case was achieved by running any other test case. It makes no sense to repeat test cases and make the testing longer.

Change 3:  Test Case “IEEE 754 64 Bit Float Support with accuracy to at least 14 digits” was deleted
· The execution of this test case was achieved by running any other test case. It makes no sense to repeat test cases and make the testing longer.

Change 4:  Test Case “XML DOM Support” was deleted
· The execution of this test case was achieved by running any other test case. It makes no sense to repeat test cases and make the testing longer.

Change 5:  Test Case “DOM Object Support – Structural Mutation” was deleted
· The execution of this test case was achieved by running any other test case. It makes no sense to repeat test cases and make the testing longer.

Change 6:  Test Case “XHTML DOM Support n” was deleted
· The execution of this test case was achieved by running any other test case. It makes no sense to repeat test cases and make the testing longer.

Change 7:  Test case “XHTML DOM Support – Text area Input Object” was deleted

· The execution of this test case was achieved by running any other test case. It makes no sense to repeat test cases and make the testing longer.

Change 8:  Test case “XHTML DOM Support – Password Input Object” was deleted

· The execution of this test case was achieved by running any other test case. It makes no sense to repeat test cases and make the testing longer.

Change 9:  On paragraph 6.1 the introduction was improved

· To help the testers at the test fest finding the right test assertion the interoperability test cases chapter introduction was improved

Change 10:  The ID of the test cases was improved

· To better identify the client test cases and the server test cases it was added a ‘c’ and a ‘s’ to the respective ID

Change 11:  Corrections on the test suite documentation

· On the document ECMAScriptMobileProfile_tests.doc that comes with the test suite several errors were corrected. Please see the document ECMAScriptMobileProfile_tests_20060320.doc with all the changes highlighted.
Change 12:  Indication of the test assertion ID at the index test pages 

· On the ESMP test code available at the test server and IOP BRO permanent documents section, at all the index pages listing test assertions, it was added the ID of the test assertion.

· Note: on the chapter and subchapter test pages only the section or subsection ID is present as on the original version. The chapter and sub-chapter is the same as the one used on the ESMP TS also indicated on the Test Cases at the ETS.
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
