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1 Reason for Contribution

DLOTA 2.0 ETS proposes some test cases which success depends on the characteristics included in the Download Descriptor used in the test.

It is very convenient to have a full set of Download Descriptors ready to be used in the test cases included in the ETS. So, the set of Download Descriptors has not to be generated in each Test Fest and for every Server.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes adding a new section within the DLOTA 2.0 ETS document. This section will include test files (Download Descriptor) to be used during Test Fest for some of the proposed test cases.
