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1 Reason for Contribution

This document is summated in response to a number of questions asked of IOP-BRO by the BAC DLDRM Working Group. 
2 Summary of Contribution

This document describes some of the licensing conditions related to the DRM v2.0 Test Tool that has been agreed with CoreMedia. 
Any further questions regarding the licensing of the DRM v2.0 Test Tool should be directed in the first instance to Keith Macbeth. 

3 Detailed Information
The following questions have been asked of IOP BRO and OMA Staff have provided the following information regarding the availability of DRM v2.0 Test Tool.

3.1.1 When will the tool be available?

· The tool is currently in an acceptance test phase between OMA Members and CoreMedia. As soon as all the current issues are corrected and a version of the tool has been accepted by the IOP WG it will be made available for license to Members. This is expected to happen in Mid July. 

3.1.2 How much will it cost to use the tool?

· The tool will cost $4,800 US Dollars for Sponsor and Full Members to license one single user copy. Associate and Supporter Members will pay $7,000 US Dollars to obtain a license to one single user copy. There is a discount of 5% if two to four copies are purchased at the same time, and a discount of 10% if 5 or more copies are licensed at the same time. 

· Support and maintenance will cost $1,200 US Dollars per annum.

3.1.3 What exactly are the Test Fest entry criteria (100% pass?) based on the tool results?

· The IOP-BRO SWG have defined a subset of the test cases that are present in the tool. The following 31 test cases will be required to be executed by any implementor wishing to participate in an OMA TestFest with their implementation:

3.1.4 Does OMA verify the test tool results are authentic? If so, how? Does the test tool do itself.

· OMA Members have performed an acceptance on the Test Tool. By this test, it is verified that the tool can be used to record appropriate results. As running the tool involves significant observation of the results it is not possible to automatically record these results. The costs of licensing such a tool would be prohibitively expensive. 

· OMA are seeking to ensure that Member companies participating in an OMA TestFest have run sufficient in-house testing before attending an OMA TestFest to improve the interoperability of their implementation. As with any Test Tool previously licensed by OMA, such as SCTS for DS and SCTS for DM, the use of the tool and the results reported is open to abuse. 

· While such abuse cannot be stopped, the treatment of any company, observed to have deliberately falsified test results in order to attend a TestFest, will be downgraded for all subsequent OMA TestFests that they may wish to attend.
3.1.5 When the test tool was suggested it was announced that it was OMA funded. If this is the case why do OMA member companies have to pay to use it?

· OMA have funded the development of the Test Cases that are supported by the Test Tool. OMA have not funded the development of the tool that will execute the test cases. OMA Members will license the tool directly from CoreMedia for a special reduced license fee, and as a result of the agreement that OMA have with CoreMedia a copy of all the OMA funded Test Cases will be provided to the OMA Member free of charge. 

4 Intellectual Property Rights
