Contractor for creation of OMA DLOTA 2.0 Conformance Test Suites

General:

OMA require a person, who may be an independent contractor or a member of staff within a company (hereinafter “Contractor”), to perform a short term contract to create Test Code that implements conformance test cases for DLOTA 2.0. 

There are approximately 40 test cases defined. OMA anticipate a short term agreement of not more than 4 weeks effort – 20 working days – to analyze, implement and verify the Test Code.

The contractor is expected to have the following capabilities:

· Have an understanding of the OMA Download over the air version 2.0 Enabler, and

· Some equipment and ability to run DLOTA 2.0 Test Cases on more than one Implementation.
Skills:

The Contractor should have the following skills:

· Good inter-personal manner able to work quickly in customer facing situations,

· Ability to work accurately under pressure, 

· Good attention to detail skills,

· Some understanding of Quality Assurance testing and processes would be appreciated, but is not essential, 

· In-depth knowledge and understanding of the OMA DLOTA 2.0 Enabler, and

· In-depth knowledge and understanding of Test Case design and Documentation.

Project:

The Contractor is expected to: 
· Analyze the conformance test cases in the ETS and design an implementation that can run on a web server with ASP support.
· Write the appropriate web pages (HTML and/or ASP based) to implement the test cases.
· Verify the implementation on more than one implementation of DLOTA 2.0.
· If necessary, the assignment includes the effort to write Change Requests (CRs) to the ETS and/or to raise Problem Reports (PRs) if errors in the specifications are found.
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
