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1 Reason for Change

Case 1: 
The test assertion: http://testfest.openmobilealliance.org/XHTML_Content/xhtml_text/heading_elements.xhtml
says that:

Assertion 1:   When a HEADING element is encountered, the enclosed text MUST be rendered such that more important headings (e.g. level 1) are distinguished from less important headings (e.g. level 6).
Actions:
1. Verify that the page "Heading elements" is loaded, and that the six headings are rendered in a progressively decreasing font size, or in some other way that distinguishes the top level headings from the lower level headings.

According to XHTML 4.01 specification (7.5.5):

There are six levels of headings in HTML with H1 as the most important and H6 as the least. Visual browsers usually render more important headings in larger fonts than less important ones.
Which means that it is not a mandatory requirement that the headers are rendered having decreasing font sizes.
Case 2: 
The test assertion: http://testfest.openmobilealliance.org/XHTML_Content/xhtml_text/strong_em.xhtml
says that:

Assertion:   When the em and the strong inline element is encountered together in a document, the text enclosed within the strong element MAY be more emphasized than the text enclosed by the em element.
Action:
1. Verify that the page "STRONG and EM" is loaded and that the text "Boston" is more emphasized than "is a historical city". For example, "Boston" might be bold and the rest of the text might be italicized.

So even if the requirement says that the element MAY be more emphasized (optional requirement), the pass criteria says that element IS more emphasized (making it a mandatory requirement).

use the attribute “value” to set an initial value to text fields. According to XHTML 4.01 (17.4) this is an optional value for a text field:

value = cdata [CA]
This attribute specifies the initial value of the control. It is optional except when the type attribute has the value "radio" or "checkbox".

This means that we have an unnecessary optional element in these test assertions. The main focus of the above test cases is not to test the “value” attribute, but the “label” element. Note that the “value” attribute is tested in test assertions where “radio” and “checkbox” are tested, where the support for “value” attribute is mandatory.

There are six levels of headings in HTML with H1 as the most important and H6 as the least. Visual browsers usually render more important headings in larger fonts than less important ones.

Actions:
2. Verify that the page "Heading elements" is loaded, and that the six headings are rendered in a progressively decreasing font size, or in some other way that distinguishes the top level headings from the lower level headings. The six headings SHOULD be rendered in some way that distinguishes the top level headings from the lower level headings e.g. using progressively decreasing font size.
Modify the test code in the following way:
Verify that the following six headings are rendered in a progressively decreasing font size: 'This is H1' is largest and 'This is H6' is smallest.

Verify that the page is loaded without errors. The six headings SHOULD be rendered in some way that distinguishes the top level headings from the lower level headings e.g. using progressively decreasing font size.

Modify the test document in the following way:
Verify that the page "STRONG and EM" is loaded. and that tThe text "Boston" is MAY be more emphasized than "is a historical city". For example, "Boston" might be bold and the rest of the text might be italicized.

Modify the test code in the following way:
Verify that the word 'Boston' in the following para appears in a more emphasized text than the words ' is a historical city'.

Verify that the page "STRONG and EM" is loaded. The text "Boston" MAY be more emphasized than "is a historical city". For example, "Boston" might be bold and the rest of the text might be italicized.
