1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution is to announce the availability of a CSCSF test tool, and to suggest next steps for CSCSF approval. 
2 Summary of Contribution

This input describes the CSCSF test tool and lists remaining action items for CSCSF approval as an approved enabler. The contribution calls for test tool validation volunteers. 
3 Detailed Proposal

A CSCSF test tool designed according to the guidelines specified in CSCSF ETG has been submitted to OMA for use with the CSCSF enabler. 
The test tool is in the form of an SDK and contains everything you need to conduct the conformance test cases outlined in OMA Client Side Content Screening Framework ETS. 

IOP WG agreed at the OMA February 2007 San Francisco face to face meeting that at least two members should validate this CSCSF test tool. This proposal calls for OMA members to validate the test tool and submit validation reports to OMA. 
Once OMA receives at least two reports that the tool has been successfully validated, the test tool will be considered as an official OMA CSCSF test tool. 

4 Intellectual Property Rights

Members and their Affiliates (collectively, "Members") agree to use their reasonable endeavours to inform timely the Open Mobile Alliance of Essential IPR as they become aware that the Essential IPR is related to the prepared or published Specification. 5 Recommendation

The proposal recommends that the IOP BRO chairman makes a call for OMA members to volunteer to download, run and validate the CSCSF test tool that has been submitted to OMA.
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
